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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The purpose of the bird surveys component of thihBodiversity Project is to undertake
an inventory of the bird species of selected resemested in local governments in the Perth
Metropolitan Region. It also aims, where possitidink bird survey information with
management and conservation strategies and todisgpawareness of local biodiversity
assets among participating councils.

Three rounds of bird surveys have been conductedtbe period 2002-2006. This report
provides a summary of the results of the third cbafhthe project and detailed site reports for
each of the sites surveyed in the period 2005-2006.

A total of 43 sites from 19 local government ressrwere surveyed in Round 3. Sites ranged
in size from 0.78 ha to 68 ha and covered a rahalmtat types, including bushland,
wetlands, riparian and coastal areas. Each sitessuwragyed for one year. Reserves were
surveyed monthly by volunteer observers, largdhytnot wholly — members of Birds
Australia WA. Most surveys were conducted by indiial birdwatchers or very small groups
of observers who alternated bimonthly over the syperiod.

One hundred and forty three volunteers have cangh500 surveys in Round Three of this
project. A total of 136 bird species were recordagdyhich 43 (>30%) are considered to be
significant in conservation terms. The ten most camly recorded bird species are habitat
generalists that favour urban expansion and urbgklgnds and gardens. Two cockatoo
species currently listed as threatened unde\tialife Conservation Act 195@nd a third

that is nominated for listing, have been recordesigmificant numbers of local government
reserves. Significant species recorded includenimtds, raptors, pigeons and parrots among
the non-passerines (non-perching birds). Signifipasserines include declining small
insectivorous species such as fairy-wrens, rotinbills and whistlers, together with
honeyeaters, woodswallows and some larger birds asi6&rey Currawong.

For each site, a comprehensive bird species lssammary of bird survey information has
been compiled and formatted into printed and ed@dtrform. In addition, full survey data
and metadata files will be available to local goweents in electronic form.

During the three rounds of the Perth Biodiversitgjéct bird surveys project, a considerable
body of bird survey information has been generfdea@ number of local government
reserves in 21 Local Government Authorities. Thfstiimation will be freely available to

local government, bird observers, community groapd government and non-government
agencies and provides useful baseline informatioare valuable component of local reserve
fauna.
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INTRODUCTION

The Perth Biodiversity Project (PBP) was initiatignceptualised by the Western Australian
Local Government Association (the Association),Flederal Bushcare Program and leading
Perth Local Governments, who recognised the needdourage Local Governments to
become more involved in bushcare and biodiversityservation.

The PBP initiative assists those Local Governmintse Perth Metropolitan Region and the
Shire of Chittering plan a future for local bustdawetlands and other natural areas. The
project is delivered by the Association in parthgywith 30 Local Governments, the
Australian Government, the Swan Catchment Coutiel Sate Government of Western
Australia and a number of other agencies and neergoent organisations, including Birds
Australia WA.

The bird surveys component of the PBP was initiate®BP staff at the WA Local
Government Association and evolved in a proces®p$ultation and collaboration with

Birds Australia WA. The purpose of this componemjgct of the PBP was to undertake an
inventory of the bird species of selected resevessed in local councils and, where possible,
link bird species information with management aodservation strategies. It also aimed to
help raise awareness of biodiversity conservatioaray participating councils.

Bird surveys for local government reserves in tagtPMetropolitan Region commenced
with a first round of surveys in 2002. In AugusD30the progress of the project to date was
reported, and included preliminary site reportsibes being surveyed at that time (Gole,
2003). Round Two surveys commenced in October 20@3vere complete in September
2004. Results for the first and second survey reunere fully reported in November 2004
(Gole 2004). Round Three surveys commenced in Bep2005 and were complete by
January 2006. This is the final round of bird sye/to be conducted under the Perth
Biodiversity Project. This final report providestaiéed survey information for each reserve
surveyed in the third round in 2005-2006 and presidummary results for the third round
surveys. Some brief summary information about ek durvey project overall is also
provided.

The intention of this final report is largely toopide comprehensive site reports to local
government, observers and other stakeholders. Metadled survey data and metadata will
be provided to each Local Government Authorityeagiired, in electronic form. As with
previous reports, it is not the intention of theéport to provide detailed statistical analysis of
survey results.

METHODS

Bird survey methods have remained consistent thmawtgthe 2002-2006 project and are
reported in detail in the first report (Gole, 2008jnor changes were made to bird survey
forms for the second round. The utilisation of B&sinever’s categories of significance for
birds on the Swan Coastal Plain remains unchangedughout the project surveys have
been conducted by volunteer observers.

Prior to Round Three, local governments were askewminate local reserves to be
surveyed for birds. A total of 85 sites were norteda These were ranked by importance, first
by local governments and then by Birds Australid BBP staff, by the numbers of bird
surveys available for each site in existing Birdssthalia bird survey databases. A final
ranking process resulted from an analysis of tlogghic spread of sites for the project
overall and the size range of proposed sites. Ehenfinal shortlist, sites were accepted into
the survey program until the number of availablsesbers was exhausted.



Individual site reports remain nearly identicallwihose reported and printed in August 2003
and November 2004 (Gole 2003; 2004). Bird surveag flam the Round Three surveys have
been compiled into comprehensive species listbifdrspecies recorded at each survey site
and are included here in alphabetical order aviddal site reports (Part B). Site reports
(Part B) include a summary of bird survey data saskhe number of surveys and start and
finish dates. Information on site size (in hectgriegation and vegetation complex is also
included. Only those natural areas that have besped for natural vegetation by the
Department of Agriculture at a scale of 1:20 00@ehlaeen assigned Natural Area ID
numbers. Relevant vegetation complex informatiabeen included in individual site
reports (Part B). Each site has been assigneddmalex as delineated by Heddle and
summarised in Bush Forever (Government of Westerstralia, 2000).

Bird survey information includes a complete biréaps list, maximum numbers of
waterbirds recorded (where this information is kkde), frequency of occurrence in relation
to the number of surveys for each site, and caiegor significance for relevant species.
Nomenclature and taxonomy follow Christidis andd0{1994), with the exception of
Carnaby’s (Short-billed) and Baudin’s (Long-billdgllack-Cockatoos, for which Western
Australian common usage is followed. Comments itkela brief analysis of survey results for
each reserve, together with comments on future geanant where possible and relevant.

Bush Forever has listed bird species protectedrwrateservation acts or international
treaties, together with those known to be declimingxtinct on the Swan Coastal Plain
(Government of Western Australia, 2000). BecausePtbrth Biodiversity Project includes the
Darling Range portion of the Perth Metropolitan Regthis project has extended the Bush
Forever concept of species’ significance to incltiaese species when they occur in the
Darling Range. In addition, where species areist#d by Bush Forever but are deemed
otherwise to be of significance, they have beewrrileexd as significant within this report.
Categories of significance are as follows:

Category 1 Bird species listed under Wiedlife Conservation Act 1950

Category 2 Bird species listed on the Japan- andaChustralia Migratory Bird
Agreements (JAMBA & CAMBA)

Category 3 Bird species that are habitat speaal#th a reduced distribution on
the Swan Coastal Plain.

Category 4 Bird species that are wide-ranging wettuced populations on the
Swan Coastal Plain, or are locally extinct.

Category R4 Bird species listed under\tiiddlife Conservation (Specially
Protected Fauna) Notice 1999.

RESULTS
SITES AND SURVEYS

Of the 31 local governments in the project regihhnominated local reserves for bird
surveys and participated in Round Three of thegatojThis number included 18 metropolitan
local governments and one (the Shire of Chitterfrmh outside the metropolitan area.
Appendix 1 lists surveyed sites by Local Governnfauthority and provides summary
comparative information for total numbers of bipsies, breeding records and species of
significance. A map showing the location of surgégs across the three rounds of the bird
surveys project is shown in Figure 1.

A total of 43 separate sites from 39 reserves wereeyed for birds. All sites were surveyed
monthly for a period of one year. Sites variedize rom 0.78 ha to 68 ha. The largest
reserve was 126.78 ha.

Two reserves were divided into two or more sitesstovey purposes. These were Kraemer
Reserve in the City of Cockburn and Trigg Regiddpen Space in the City of Stirling. For
each of these, the rationale for site separatiind,dpecies lists and survey data are provided
in the relevant site reports. Species numbersimthole reserve are also included.

All survey data were entered in the project datepas MS Access relational database
purpose-designed for this project. Results have ke&#acted, collated and formatted, and
site reports with a complete bird species listefach reserve presented in Part B of this report.

One hundred and forty three volunteer observertribaited 500 bird surveys in Round Three
of the project. Table 1 and Figure 2 show the numbebservers participating in all survey
rounds. Survey totals for each round are includebable 1.

BIRD SPECIES

One hundred and thirty six bird species were resid the Round 3 surveys in local
government reserves in the period February 200anoary 2006. Of these, 43 are considered
significant species under Bush Forever’s categafiestgnificance (Government of Western
Australia, 2000). The ten most commonly recordedsare listed in Table 2. A list of all
species recorded in the Round 3 survey sites,legetith the number of sites at which each
was recorded, is included in Appendix 2.

The species recorded most commonly in the projéittssurveys are habitat generalists
which have benefited from urban expansion and aafiligmentation on the Swan Coastal
Plain (Recher, 2004). These are species commounhdftn urban parks and gardens and
open habitats. They include a number of honeyeatatparrots, and species favouring open
sites such as Black-faced Cuckoo-shrike and Willegtail. Three species (Red Wattlebird,
Brown Honeyeater and Australian Raven) were reabidall survey sites. Figure 3 shows
the distribution of Singing Honeyeater, a generdélaneyeater favouring urban gardens,
parks and remnants and recorded in all but a \eswyslurvey sites.

THREATENED BIRD SPECIES

Two species recorded in the project surveys anmeptly listed as threatened under the WA
StateWildlife Conservation Act 1958nd the CommonwealtBnvironmental Protection and
Biodiversity Conservation Act 1998PBC). These are Baudin's Black-Cockatoo and
Carnaby's Black-Cockatoo. Baudin's Black-Cockatas heen nominated for a higher
category of threat (from Vulnerable to Endangededlyth, pers. comm.). A third, Forest
Red-tailed Black-Cockatoo has been nhominated tdraage of listing under th&ildlife
Conservation Act 195@From Priority 3 to Vulnerable: J. Blyth, pers.rom.). In anticipation
of that probability, this report has adopted thprapriate category of significance for Red-
tailed Black-Cockatoo (see relevant site reporast B).

Carnaby’s Black-Cockatoo, geographically the masieapread of the three threatened
cockatoos in the Perth Metropolitan Region, hasilveeorded at 15 sites in the project
period, most of these on the Swan Coastal PlaindB& Black-Cockatoo was recorded at
three sites, all in, or nearby, the Darling Rarigge to identification difficulties, there have
been 8 records for White-tailed Black-Cockatoosnetike birds could not be identified to
species level.

Red-tailed Black-Cockatoo was recorded at 5 sitéarDarling Range and southern Swan
Coastal Plain. A fourth species, Peregrine Falilisted as other ‘Specially Protected
Fauna’. This species has been recorded at 3 psifest

OTHER SIGNIFICANT SPECIES

The Bush Forever program lists species protectdéruconservation acts or international
treaties, together with those known to be extiméhalecline on the Swan Coastal Plain
(Government of Western Australia, 2000). Forty ¢hspecies categorised as significant using
these criteria have been recorded in Round Thigegirsites. Table 3 shows the species of
conservation significance in Round Three sitesttogyewith the categories of significance
and the number of sites in which they have beeorded in this round.

Figure 4 shows the distribution of Grey Shrike-8irua medium-sized partly insectivorous,
partly carnivorous species known to be in declingh® Swan Coastal Plain and in
fragmented habitats across the agricultural zoney Ghrike-thrush was recorded in 10 of the
43 Round 3 project sites. Figure 4 shows the digioh of this species in all survey rounds.

It is largely absent from heavily cleared areathefPerth Metropolitan Area.

Of the species known to be in decline on the Swaas@l Plain some are common to
abundant in fragmented landscapes of the Westestrdlian wheatbelt. Black-faced
Woodswallow, a mobile insectivorous species comimapen paddocks and small open
bushland remnants and wetlands in the agriculzgaé, may be further declining on the
Swan Coastal Plain. In Round 3 of the surveys # meaorded in only two locations, one of
these at Blackboy Ridge outside the Perth Metrégoolirea. Figure 5 shows the distribution
of Black-faced Woodswallow in all survey rounds.

BREEDING BIRD SPECIES

The number of breeding species recorded withiptbgct remains low. Species recorded as
breeding are largely highly visible bushland ongeand species such as Australian Magpie,
Australian Raven and some waterbirds, particuldugks and grebes. The overall paucity of
breeding records reflects the learned specialis skquired in order to find nesting birds
and the lack of survey time to commit to this task.

DISCUSSION

Site survey results for local government resermdbis project largely support what is known
about the distribution and status of bird speaiethé Perth Metropolitan Region (Storr &
Johnstone, 1988; How & Dell, 1993; Western AusairalGovernment, 2000). The results
show that local government reserves support a langyge of bird species, many of them
significant in conservation terms. Some of thesxigs are relatively mobile and may be
migratory or seasonal visitors: these birds requétevorks of adequately conserved and
appropriately managed remnants of native vegetationder to survive. Other bird species

are more sedentary, some wholly so, and the maregassues for these species are more
difficult. Often, the requirement is for a focus ot only maintaining the quality of particular
remnants through appropriate management, but als@intaining habitat links to enable
movement between remnants. In the face of continuirban development, the maintenance
or creation of vegetation corridors, and maintairtime existence of large areas of bushland
remains a considerable challenge for local govemniehis project provides survey
information that will encourage local governmentsée the challenge as worthwhile.

CONCLUSION

During this project, a considerable body of birdvey data has been generated for a number
of local Perth metropolitan bushland and wetlarsgirees for which consistent and reliable
survey information is otherwise largely not avaiéalThe provision of these survey results to
local government provides useful baseline infororatin one valuable component of local
reserve fauna. For local governments and commahnitiés information is essential when
developing reserve management and conservatidegiga.

This project has successfully demonstrated thgelaumbers of competent observers can be
efficiently organised to undertake reliable biravays over substantial periods of time. This
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survey work represents enormous commitment ondhegb volunteers and provides a
valuable contribution towards biodiversity conséiaa activities in the Perth Metropolitan
Region and the Shire of Chittering.

The Perth Biodiversity Project bird surveys projeas concluded after completing three full
rounds of bird surveys in local government reseiméle Perth Metropolitan Region and the
Shire of Chittering. The surveys provide a compnshe record of the utilisation by birds of
a large number of local government reserves owepétiod 2002-2006. Surveys have been
competently executed by volunteers and relevarittioe and survey data are organised and
databased in such a way that surveys can be rejpeatee future. The surveys have provided
not only the opportunity for a valuable snapshabiods of the region in the survey period,
but also the ability to compare at least some efrésults in the future.

GENERAL COMMENTS

Buckingham Reserve in Banjup is a wetland/damptasdrve approx. 8 ha in extent. Surrounding
properties have significant amounts of native vatigh cover. On one side, the adjoining landholders
have an incentives grant to remove the woody wesstia longifolig and are revegetating a dam to
encourage wildlife. The reserve is actively manaiged¢onservation and is fenced to discourage
unauthorised vehicle access.

Over the survey period, surface water was presenttland/dampland areas in the period from June
to December, with water levels varying from welldve capacity to capacity. During wet periods, not
all areas of the reserve were equally accessibddservers. Of the 45 bird species recorded in the
whole reserve, six are water-dependent; none sktiesignificant in conservation terms and only lo
numbers of individual waterbirds were recorded.

Caladenia Gardens is a small remnant of Banksibléiod named for a spider orchidgladeniasp)

that is Declared Rare Flora. Immediately priorte tommencement of bird surveys, the much larger
remnant of which it was a part was cleared for ortbavelopment. A narrow strip of planted native
vegetation near the railway line connects this kmakrve with bushland in the vicinity. During the
period of the surveys the reserve was fenced.

GENERAL COMMENTS

This reserve is a wetland and dampland area adjazeelatively new housing. Some of it was cleared
for parkland adjacent to the development, howevsr & Stirling has undertaken to retain the
remainder. The surveyed section of the reserveistsna open water and wetland/dampland
vegetation that is quite thick in areas. Some sastare heavily weed-infested. Not all parts of the
reserve were equally accessible to observers amd tieeded to be some reliance by observers on
identification of birds by call. Only the vegetat@eas designated by the City of Stirling were
surveyed for birds: birds outside those areasudtinh species utilising parkland areas, were not
recorded in surveys.

Sixty six species of birds were recorded at thee@iap Swamp Reserve in the survey period. This was
the equal highest number of species recorded iresgrve in the third round of the survey program.
Of these, 28 (>42%) are water-dependent speciespfotiiem of some conservation significance. A
further ten species of conservation significanceewecorded. These included a number of mobile

species including the endangered Carnaby’s Blaatk&oo, and three raptors. More sedentary species
of significance include Yellow-rumped Thornbill.

Few small insectivorous birds of conservation gigance were recorded in the reserve, although it i
possible that if corridors were available to otreamnants, this number might increase in the future.

A total of 43 bird species were recorded in Crafgen Space within the survey period. Of these, 11
are of conservation significance.

GENERAL COMMENTS

conservation significance were recorded here dweperiod of the project. These included two specie
of threatened cockatoos - a total of six Red-tald&tk-Cockatoos and up to 12 White-tailed Black-
Cockatoos. In this location, the latter might bihei Baudin’s or Carnaby’s Cockatoos. Seven species
of conservation significance, including two raptakere recorded here.

Kraemer Reserve is a small (4.5ha) reserve mariagdte City of Cockburn for conservation.

Surrounding private properties have retained sicanift areas of natural vegetation cover. The Reserv
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is fully fenced to prevent unauthorised vehicleessc Much of the reserve is a dampland/wetland with
surface water present only in wet periods. Thermaattegetation is Melaleuca (paperbark species)
overstorey with Kunzea and other dampland/wetlamdkustorey plant species. The eastern side of the
Reserve has, in the past, been planted with naa-fative trees. The City of Cockburn is interested
maintaining and improving the conservation valu¢hefreserve, and has suggested removal of non-
native tree species and replacement with locaVeatiants.

Lake Jualbup, formerly known as Shenton Park Lake,highly modified urban wetland currently
being partly rehabilitated by the City of Subiablm remnant vegetation is present on the site. The
restoration work is controversial in the local coaomity, and the City is interested to know whichdsir
utilise the wetland, the fringing vegetation and ffark. The site is just under 9ha in extent, idiclg
areas of open water. All parts of the reserve pigiclg open water, revegetated areas and parklarel we
surveyed for birds. Although significant numbersofl surveys have been undertaken at this reserve
in the past, most were dated from some considetaiéeago.

Thirty nine bird species were recorded at Lakehlyalduring the survey period. Of these, 18 (46%)
are water-dependent species. Of the species witle sonservation significance recorded utilising the
reserve during this period, three are ducks thefepideeper water. The remainder are mobile species
including the endangered Carnaby’s Black-Cockatabtao species of honeyeater.

The number of species utilising the reserve dutiig period suggests that the reserve has some
importance for birds in this area. There is consille scope to gradually increase the amount of
vegetation near the lake to encourage foragingggadtivorous birds. The opportunistic replacemént o
trees with local native species would further emage the use of the reserve by mobile native
vegetation dependent species such as pardalotesteiVé&erygone and Grey Fantail.

Magenup Dampland (or Swamp) is located in the dubfiiWandi, near the Magenup Equestrian
Centre. Although the reserve is managed by the Tawwinana, part of it is accessed by a local
pony club with access by horses to natural areast@ned by fencing. A local landcare group has
been active in revegetation work in one sectiothefreserve which, over time, has been degraded
through grazing by horses and stock.

GENERAL COMMENTS

Malaga Open Space is part of a more extensive Bastwver site. Although fragmented by roads, the
bushland otherwise has good connections with avenant vegetation including Lightning Swamp
Bushland, a reserve previously surveyed for bindhé Perth Biodiversity Project (Gole, 2004).

Pinjar Park consists of 13.5 ha of bushland in tg@giod condition. The reserve is fragmented into
two sections by Pinjar Road. The reserve is fehogatevent unauthorised access by motor vehicles
and will be managed for conservation by the CitWafnneroo.

Fifty two species of birds were recorded utilisthis reserve over the survey period and, of th&ge,
have some conservation significance. The numbepeties is relatively high.

The reserve appears to have some significancédoeridangered Carnaby’s Black-Cockatoo. The
species was recorded at the site in seven of telvévsurveys. The largest flock of birds observes w
approximately 300 individuals.

GENERAL COMMENTS

The Point Fraser wetland is a constructed wetlaodtéd between the Swan River and Riverside Drive
in the area immediately west of the Causeway Clrfdre purpose of the artificially constructed and
vegetated wetland is to improve the quality of stwater before discharge to the Swan River; to
establish a wetland habitat and breeding placedtve fauna; and to provide a recreational area fo
the public and an interface between the publictaadvetland.

Across the four sections of Trigg Regional OpencBpéifty two species of birds were recorded during
the survey period.

Trigg Regional Open Space appears to provide apiptefhabitat for a significant range of bird

species and it is important that large sectiortsushland are similarly maintained elsewhere on the
Swan Coastal Plain.

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GENERAL COMMENTS

The small reserve of Viridian Park is located ireatively new housing area. Prior to the bird syrv
period, it was fully fenced to protect the bushlémein unauthorised vehicle access and rubbish
dumping.

GENERAL COMMENTS

The Wembley Golf Complex is consists of five vegietacommunities, however much of the
Complex consists of strips of overstorey that hasen parkland cleared between the fairways. Only
the 14 ha remnant section of bushland in the nagihworner of the facility was surveyed for birds.

GENERAL COMMENTS

Yagan Reserve is a small wetland and bushlandve$ecated between Bull Creek Road and Leach
Highway on Bull Creek, off the Canning River in Ro®yne. It is part of a more extensive Bush
Forever site that includes Bullcreek Wetlands aith&d Lewis Reserve, both previously surveyed for
birds under this program (see Gole, 2004).

The Reserve consists of river foreshore, areap@fh avater, dense wetland vegetation and dry upland
areas of remnant Banksia woodland with a scatteneérstorey. Parts of the reserve, particularlgeho
in wetter areas, are heavily weed-infested. Sontendpareas have been revegetated. All sections of
the reserve, including the foreshore, were survdgedirds.

A total of 54 bird species, of which 23 (42%) arater-dependent, were recorded at Yagan Reserve.
Half of the significant species recorded are wdtgpendent. Common Sandpiper, a species protected
under JAMBA/CAMBA! international treaties, was recorded once. Alttoilng number of Common
Sandpiper was not recorded, in keeping with numbensmonly recorded elsewhere on the Swan
River, the number was likely o be a very low nhumbieindividuals.

White-browed Scrubwren and Yellow-rumped Thornlsithall insectivorous species now declining on
the Swan Coastal Plain were recorded. Splendig/#aien is present in the nearby Richard Lewis
Reserve (Gole, 2004). Although vegetation appeabetsuitable, it was not recorded in Yagan
Reserve, suggesting that the species may be umadlisperse across Leach Highway.
